Until it became a
political principle of morality, it was not a legal principle to be binding and traded
selectively by powerful states in accordance with their expansionist and colonial interest
However, the fundamental change that has taken place for self-determination through it
transformation into a legal principle as a result of signing the United Nations Charter,
many declarations, international resolutions.

from colonialism, and the subsequent models of the establishment of new States as a re
of the dissolution of some states.

However, as a result of the excessive fear of the international community for the
creation and emergence of new states, even if it is a correction of a reality imposed on
peoples without their will, it seems that the right to self-determination has since declinec
and is no longer the subject of international attention and agreement to the point of
disappearing, but the follower of the international situation finds that reality shows the
opposite of this trend because the principle of self-determination has the ability to adapt
international changes and can be progressed with the development of societies, and
remains the best means and the safest and effective instrument to solve many problem:
that the international community is suffering from.
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
